Chapter 208: Comprehensive Plan Review Criteria Rule (Maine State Planning Office) includes a list of questions relative to each topic area for municipalities to consider when developing a Comprehensive Plan. Chapter 208 also includes a list of recommended policies that are consistent with state policy. 

· Is the rate of population change expected to continue as in the past, or to slow down or speed up?  What are the implications of this change?
· Which demographic groups are the fastest growing and which are in decline?

· What will be the likely demand for housing, municipal and school services to accommodate the change in population and demographics, both as a result of overall change and as a result of change among different age groups?

· If most of the population growth is the result of newcomers, what can the community do to foster shared outlooks?

· If your community has a significant seasonal population, is the nature of that population changing?  What is the community's relationship to and dependence on seasonal visitors?

· If your community is a service center or has a major employer, what additional effort does it have to make to serve a daytime population that is larger than its resident population?
