SOLID WASTE &  ECYCLING STATISTICS

Did you know...?

· In 2009 Maine recycled 38.7 percent of its solid waste, 33.3 percent was delivered to the four waste to energy incinerators,  25.4 percent was disposed in landfills, and 2.4 percent was exported out of state.

· Recycling rates in Hancock County municipalities in 2009 ranged  from a low of about 7 percent to a high of 57 percent.  Only one town exceeded the state target of 50 percent.

· Maine could reduce its landfill capacity needs by 25 percent over the next 20 years if it were to recycle 50 percent of its solid waste each year.

· Developing new landfill capacity to meet 20 years of Maine‘s disposal needs after the existing 17.5 million cubic yards of landfill space is consumed is likely to cost $175 million. 

· Reducing the amount of landfill space needed through recycling could lower the landfill development costs by as much as $125 million. 

· The operating agreement for the PERC incinerator in Orrington expires in 2018.    While it is unclear under what terms the facility will operate after 2018 and the extent to which funds will be available to stabilize post 2018 costs, disposal costs could well be as much as $90 per ton in 2018.

· Following active input from its member communities, the Municipal Review Committee has implemented a series of step increases in net disposal costs beginning in 2011/12 at $46 per ton rising to $67 per ton in 2017.  These increases will leave more funds available to stabilize disposal costs after 2018 or implement an extension/purchase option on more favorable terms than would otherwise have been possible.

Funding for this workshop is provided by a grant from the United States Department of Agriculture Rural Utility Service, an appropriation from Hancock County, and municipal dues.
